● Explorers see different landscapes, taste different foods, they sometimes

● On the 21st of July 1969, Neil Armstrong became the first man to walk on

the Moon. Part of the Apollo 11 space mission, Neil Armstrong went to the
Moon alongside Buzz Aldrin and Michael Collins.

● Christopher Columbus became famous in the 15th century as the explorer
who found new lands called ‘The Americas’. But actually, many people
already lived there.

● Amy Johnson Herne Bay first woman to fly solo from London to Australia.
She disappeared just off the course of Herne Bay.

● Amelia Earheart was the first woman to fly solo across the Atlantic Ocean.

● Sequence events, photos and artefacts
into chronological order for different
periods of time.

● Use a wide range of sources and ask
and answer a range of questions.

● Compare photographs of people and
past events to identify differences in
ways of life.

● Identify different ways in which the past
is represented.
